PHASE I AND II ARE COMPLETE.  The crack repairs on the docks is 80% complete.

0815 hour MAJ Moore, Operating Room Head Nurse called and vibration from the compactor on project was affecting microsurgery.  Compaction task was halted until 1000 hour and other work was performed.  Light RAIN has slowed work most all day but crew of four was onsite installing last half of the Polydrain trench, isolation joint material at perimeter and and leveling/compacting select base material in Phase III.  All demolition concrete rubble has been removed from site.  Equipment onsite includes Komatsu dozer, Ingersoll smooth drum compactor, Backhoe and RCI, Inc. dump truck.  

1310 hour three personnel onsite, two repairing snow screen barricades and one dozer operator leveling select base material.  Crew will form Section I (West side of hardstand) of Phase III tomorrow, weather permitting.

OPEN ISSUES: Open issue at this time is waiting for modification to be processed by Contracting Officer and MST for additional cost to Government for part of the steel rails for compactor gondola. 

All steel rails have been installed in Phase II and has not been a delay for the project.

This issue has been in process since Oct 30 and have received no documentation on the modification.
