It appears the intent of the code is to allow the use of standard response sprinkler heads when modifying an existing sprinkler system that has standard response sprinkler heads.  Following are some code excerpts.

Chapter 18 NEW HEALTH CARE OCCUPANCIES 
18.3.5.2 
Listed quick-response or listed residential sprinklers shall be used throughout smoke compartments containing patient sleeping rooms. 

Chapter 19 EXISTING HEALTH CARE OCCUPANCIES  
19.3.5.3 
Where this Code permits exceptions for fully sprinklered buildings or smoke compartments and specifically references this paragraph, the sprinkler system shall meet the following criteria: 

(1) It shall be installed throughout the building in accordance with Section 9.7 . 

(2) It shall be electrically connected to the fire alarm system. 

(3) It shall be fully supervised. 

(4) It shall be equipped with listed quick-response or listed residential sprinklers throughout all smoke compartments containing patient sleeping rooms. 

Exception No. 1: Standard response sprinklers shall be permitted to be continued to be used in existing approved sprinkler systems where quick-response and residential sprinklers were not listed for use in such locations at the time of installation. 

Exception No. 2: Standard response sprinklers shall be permitted for use in hazardous areas protected in accordance with 19.3.2.1 . 

NFPA 13 Standard for the Installation of Sprinkler Systems 1999 Edition  

5-3.1.5.1  

Sprinklers in light hazard occupancies shall be of the quick-response type as defined in 1-4.5.2 . 

Exception No. 1: Residential sprinklers shall be permitted in accordance with 5-4.5 . 

Exception No. 2: For modifications or additions to existing systems equipped with standard response sprinklers, standard response sprinklers shall be permitted to be used. 

Exception No. 3: When individual standard response sprinklers are replaced in existing systems, standard response sprinklers shall be permitted to be used.

The facilities wanted me to bring this up to you.  The facilities had a JACIO consultant come out an he stated that there was a requirement for quick-response sprinkler heads. Here is the question NFPA 101 A.18.3.5.2, and 18.3.5.2*.  Has a requirement for quick-response sprinkler heads.  In section 15310 Fire Protection Piping and Valves:  Par. 1.02 References calls for the following:  NFPA 13, NFPA 14, AWS D 10.9, Valves to bear UL and FM label.   Section 15340 Standpipe and Sprinkler Systems with reference to NFPA 13. 

Par. 2.06 Sprinkler Heads calls out the following:

a.
Cast brass, fusible link or glass bulb, spray type with ½ in. discharge orifice.

b.
Ordinary degree temperature rating, except as noted.

c.
High temperature rating:  where subject to abnormal heating conditions, such as near skylights, heaters or heating lines.

d.
On exposed piping provide upright heads.

e.
In hung ceiling areas: run piping concealed with pendent heads.

f.
Head types:

1.
Similar to Reliable Model G1 Concealer.  Head and cover plate finish to be selected by Architect. 

2.
Semi-recessed pendent heads similar to Reliable Model G recessed, with escutcheon.

3.
Upright heads similar to Reliable Model G. 

      g.  Provide heavy wire guards for heads placed where liable to be accidentally hit or where indicated.    

The contractor is stating that NFPA 13 (A-5-4, 5-3.1.5.1*), which is what they had to use to do the design, lets them use standard sprinkler heads. 

So we need a ruling on this item.
