Work performed by contractor: 

· As part of the fire protection modifications shown on Sheet FP2, a sprinkler system was installed in the Medical Records area. The sprinkler system is comprised of 15 heads. Today, a hydrostatic acceptance test was performed in accordance with NFPA –13. Sec 10-2.2 states: “All piping and attached appurtenances subjected to system working pressure shall be hydrostatically tested at 200 psi (13.8 bar) and shall maintain that pressure without loss for 2 hours. Loss shall be determined by a drop in gauge pressure of visual leakage. The test pressure shall be read from a gauge located at the low elevation point of the system of portion being tested.”

1. After an hour into the test, it was observed that the gauge pressure had slightly dropped below 200 psi. The contractor popped the ceiling tile and inspected the entire line for leaks. It was observed that there was a small leak at a screw on the gate valve. The screw was tightened and the leak contained. The system was tested again and no new leaks were observed.  

2. The fire department, Chief Daley, was notified. He did not have anyone from his staff available to witness the test. I’ve requested that BFPE provide me a test certificate, which will be forwarded to the Fire Department and the Facility Manager’s Office.     

3. The BFPE representative recommended the following actions for the facility:

a) Lock the gate valve in the open position.

b) Connect new flow switch to control panel.
