Phase 6-4: The following comments/deficiencies were observed (not all inclusive). 

General Comments:

Architectural

1. Painting 
1) All walls require two (2) coats of semi-gloss latex paint.

2) Door frames require two (2) coats of latex enamel.

2. Patch, repair and grout holes in walls ... (Sheet A3, Note 32). 

3. New rubber base trim not properly adhered to the wall. 

4. Typical drop–down ceiling elevation approximately 7’-10”. Sheet A5 indicates typical drop-down ceiling elevation of 8’-0”.

5. The suspended ceiling grid sags around the perimeter of the rooms, which may be due to insufficient/inadequate nails used to secure the grid molding to the wall substrate. 

6. Replace damaged/scratched 2x2 ceiling tiles.

7. New doors missing closer, silencers, switch, cores.

8. New door frames not sealed/caulked.

9. Batt insulation omitted for new gypsum board wall (Sheet A3, Notes 6 & 7).

Electrical

1. Electrical cover plates for switches, receptacles, telephone data receptacles, etc. need to be securely mounted and flush with the wall surface.

2. Verify operability of fire alarm horn/strobe, speakers, etc. 

Plumbing

1. New plumbing penetrations for sinks require escutcheons.

2. The P&S identify new 3'-0" wide pre-fab metal cabinetry. However, all of the cabinets that have been installed are plywood cabinets. (Sheet A6, Detail 8; Sheet P2 (type CS140); Spec Section 12.1).
3. Insulation for new DCW and DHW copper lines omitted.
4. Verify proper operation of new sink faucets.
Mechanical

1. Dovetail collar substituted for 90-degree elbow at mixing box connection.

2. Instances where the flex duct exceeds the 5’ maximum allowable length.

3. Flex duct connections at dual duct box and diffuser loose. 

4. Flex duct insulation obstructing air flow passage at diffusers. 

5. Some existing thermostats are missing components and have been partially covered with paint. Verify operability of controls.  

6. Verify the installation and operability of thermostat to control to control dual duct box temperature.

Room H12

1. Missing new speaker.

2. One (1) cracked 2x4 fluorescent light cover.

3. Screws visible along suspended ceiling grid.

1. One (1) 2x4 fluorescent light (em power) not operable using light switch.
