Deliberate Inspections made by QA Representative: Walk through construction site with Derage to establish extent of completion of activities for Pay Request #4.  Project is 27% complete by earnings.  Inspection of roof was conducted with contractor to point out bubbles in roof. Derage noted that the double 2” X 6” roof edge nailer is paid in Carpentry not the roof. Membrane seam treatment, roof edge treatment, gutter and downspout remain for roof completion. Contractor continues plumbing (soil and vent lines, 1st floor), communication lines and electrical rough in activities. No roofing activity this date. Noted that numerous original floor penetrations have been sealed. 
Follow-up on apparent excessive sag in communication lines as hung. Readout from COL Rowland, via CPT Petersen, notes the TIA standard identifies “J”-rings are acceptable if at least ½” wide at the cradle. “J”-rings may accommodate 60 to 70 cables. Maximum distance allowed is 24” or “No sag.” Use of “D”-rings, which are 1/8” wide at cradle, may not be used. No pipe clamps may be used. A velcro type clamp/strap may be used. Use of cable trays or ladders is viewed as impractical for need of 12” ceiling clearance.
