· No work has been performed onsite since 29-Jan-02. It has rained, at times, since 30-Jan-02. A water leak was reported in a procedural room (3A49) on the third floor. On 22-Jan-02, this room had experienced a similar leak (see 22-Jan-02 QAR for more details). Water is dripping from the corner of a light fixture. The staff has placed a garbage can on the floor to collect the water. Water has also exited a grill, run along the face of the ceiling and collected, causing the surface paint to bubble. Kathy and I contacted Chris Willitt to inform him of the situation.  It is difficult to determine the source of the leaks, but there is standing water along the new seam at a low spot on the existing gravel ballast roof.

I verified that all equipment/materials were firmly secured. I requested that Chris Willitt also check the work area and secure any items which presented a risk of blowing away.   

Coordination with Facility Manager: Kathy Thompson informed me that a water leak had been reported in a procedural room (3A49) on the third floor. I met with the Head Nurse (Marie) on the 3rd floor and asked her if I may examine the leak in the procedural room. I will meet with Cas Castro and Kathy Thompson to evaluate the appropriate course of action in having the ceiling damage repaired.
