	General comments:

As can be expected, now that work has started, a few issues are appearing.  After meeting with Trill Enders, Capt. Davidson, and Mark Rockwell, Earth Tech will research the following:

Revisit the code status of the building.  With one fire alarm panel in the old section of 3597 serving both portions of the building and power feed for the older section passing through the new section, the question is whether this has to be considered one or two buildings.  If one building, does the larger overall size impact any need for different fire resistance ratings?

Evaluate alternatives to encase exposed structural columns in Pac & Scrub, Lab, and Quarantine areas to allow for easier cleaning without significantly reducing space.

Examine top of masonry partitions.  As called out in the drawings, some non rated partitions go to the bottom of bar joists, some only project 4” above ceiling.

Does the sink in the Surgery Prep require an indirect waste and/or a trap for hair, etc.?

Re check dimensions and layout.  There may be a conflict with the actual position of the existing stairs and the entrance to the stray dog room.

Revisit need for three separate radiant floor system manifold boxes.

Demolition work is continuing.  With the refrigerant removed from all systems, electrical and mechanical removals are proceeding.  Evaporators and compressors have been removed along with associated control panels, piping, and wiring.   (see attached photos).
