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Public/Agency Comments Summary

TOPIC COMMENTS
Shoreline Management « Allow adjacent landowners to mow and remove other vegetation on public
Mowing, etc. land. Want a view of the lake, and a manicured appearance.

e Allow docks, including rolling docks.
» Keep shorelines natural in appearance
* Do not allow permanent private docks

Land Classifications  Don't allow land classifications that chase people away for the sake of
eagles, woodpeckers, or reduced erosion.
* Want to know the future of Tiger Creek Park.
* Fear that the High Density Recreation Classification will open the door to
oil and gas exploration.
» Favor land classification that will allow economic development.

Recreation Facilities « Extend boat ramps in northern sector for low water conditions.
* More small boat ramps in Rayburn Country and Jasper County.
* Rayburn Country/Forest Hills need beaches, playgrounds.
* Improve natural recreation opportunities (kayaks, nature study)
» Fishing tournaments detrimental to family/public use of lake.
 Need gas docks at marinas. Need gas in northern end.

Aesthetics  Reduce noise, prohibit 2-stroke boat engines
e Continue invasive species management
 Improve water quality and enforce Clean Water Act violations
 Implement a dark skies initiative...reduce light pollution.
